College Update – Dr. Paul Dale

•
Indicated that PVCC’s enrollment is strong, the Full Time Student Equivalent (FTSE) is up 11% for Spring and was up 14% for Fall.  It is a challenge to accommodate more students with less budget.


•
Attended a demonstration to “test drive” the newest technological system installed at Paradise Valley Hospital, the new DaVinci Robotic, used to perform precision, less invasive types of surgery.


•
Suggested convening a President’s Circle meeting at PV Hospital for an overview of the facility and state of affairs


•
Maricopa Community Colleges has not had any new information regarding the budget cuts than was reported 2 months ago.  8% of our budget comes from state funding so our impact is not a grave as that of K-12


•
Chancellor, Dr. Rufus Glasper provided a response to the HLC inquiry of the Governing Board and at a recent board retreat the board agreed to begin a multi-step process of self-improvement. 


•
Dr. Glasper recently presented his response to the Governing Board and all of Maricopa Community Colleges to the recommendations of the recently completed Efficiency and Effectiveness Study by the Alvarez and Marsal Consultants. He also reported on the progress toward analyzing the recommendations and their implementation. The process will allow the examination of each recommendation, determine its feasibility and a schedule for its adoption or develop alternatives.
He provided a handout on the goals needed to achieve the outcomes created by the study.



•
A handout was provided on “PVCC Art Project Paints the Picture of Modern Day Migration”, a unique, interactive art installation that features original, large-scale paintings of PVCC faculty and student and an oral history booth to record the unique migration stories of students, faculty, employees, and community members.  The official launch and commencement of the collection of oral histories began February 1, 2010. The installation will be featured in the college's library through May 2010, and is free and open to the public.

Welcomed new member Beth Koehneman to President’s Circle as well acknowledging Emma Lou Philabaum as the “Founding Mothers” of PVCC.

Dr. Jim Lee provided a brief update on the PVCC Presidential Search.  Shortly interviews will be held and from these interviews 3 – 5 of the candidates will be recommended to the Chancellor.  As in the past, open forums will be held on campus.

Dr. Jim Lee provided an update on the districts long range planning, Compass 2015.  Which should help the district reach a standard of excellence in 5 years. The idea is to create a sense of moral purpose across the district – that they need to do the right thing for students to prepare them for the unknowns of the future. Teams will assess instructional methods to see if students’ needs are being met.
