Member Updates – “What does PVCC Need to Know?”


John Kriekard, Superintendent PVUSD 


•
Four finalist will be interviewed on Saturday, Feb 7, 2007 for the Superintendent’s position, which Dr. Kriekard will be leaving upon his retirement from PVUSD. Final approval by the governing board will be on Feb. 12, 2009.


•
As the legislature works to balance the budget PVUSD is expecting a $10 million reduction this spring.  The greatest impact will be for the maintenance and operation budget.  


•
PVUSD expects another budget cut of $40 million, enrollment declines also impacted this years budget. Override election failed to pass in November 2008. Sales tax revenue is down.  


•
Cuts will eliminate support staff, teachers will be required to pickup additional duties, class sizes will increase


•
District will attempt another override election in November 2009



Debbi Burdick – Superintendent, CCUSD

•
CCUSD will take a $700,000 cut in their $35 Million Maintenance and Operation Budget


•
Have frozen all hiring, eliminated out-of-state travel


•
Will be able to absorb the current budget cut due to enrollment growth


•
Next year could face $6 Million in cuts – worse case scenario


•
Bond election for building failed to pass, K-3 override failed to pass, class sizes anticipated to be around 40, cuts to all-day kindergarten

What is the Importance of State Aid to Maricopa?

Operating State Aid:

· No per-student inflationary increase since mid-1990s

· Strict limit on local property taxes since 1980

· State aid now approximates 10% of our general fund budget;  

FY 1980-81:  25.4%

· Equivalent to ENTIRE COST of 2 of the 10 colleges!  Educational opportunity for 25,000 students each year

· Equivalent to a 35% increase in tuition, from $71 to $96 per credit hour, or $750 INCREASE PER YEAR for full-time students

Equivalent to funding of ALL student academic support services at all the colleges, which are critical to the success of over 200,000 students  -- libraries, student tutoring, student advisement, and academic counseling 

Due to property tax limits and no inflationary increases in per student state funding,  tuition and fees at the Maricopa Community Colleges have increased by 689% since FY80-81, from $9 per credit hour to $71 per credit hour. 

Capital State Aid

· The $11.1 million loss in FY 2008-09 suspension of capital aid means that the district lacks funds historically used for:

· Major maintenance of  buildings and grounds projects   

· Library books and equipment

· Telecommunications, safety and office equipment

· Classroom equipment

· Computers, printers, and other technology

· Work vehicles

How has Maricopa responded to the budget crisis?

Operating Budget Reductions:

· $18.6 million in operating budget reductions 

· Eliminated faculty positions

· Increased class sizes

· Eliminated staff positions

· Cut non-personnel costs such as travel, leased space, and supplies

· Delayed the opening and operation of newly constructed, voter-approved bond financed buildings

· Cancelled and consolidated capital projects

Capital Budget Reductions:

· FY 07 – 08: $52.2 million in capital project budgets reallocated due to rising construction costs 

· FY 08 – 09: $36.8 million in capital project budgets reallocated due to state capital aid funding reductions ($11.1 million) and continuing construction costs increases

· Total over two years -- $89 million projected capital budget reallocations 

What Will Be Impacted by Further Cuts?

· Lost educational opportunities for thousands of students

· Loss of training and retraining for unemployed and underemployed workers 

· Reduced workforce training that helps counteract recession and job loss

· Possibly higher tuition, limiting access due to decreased affordability

· Additional faculty and staff personnel cuts

· Delayed construction and opening of needed new facilities, and repair of existing facilities
