Paul Dale acknowledged Jim Reed and expressed gratitude for enabling PVCC to jumpstart its presence at Black Mountain 4 years ahead of schedule and for his diligence in pursuit of the $8.5M need to make the YMCA/PVCC/Foothills Community Center Project a reality

Member Updates – “What does PVCC Need to Know?” – Dr. Fred Zook
· Bernadine Havertine acknowledged Paul Golisch for providing programming support to Benchmark Elementary Schools website.  Supported the idea of providing students the opportunity to gain real-world career work experience by donating their time in service to the community.  By pairing companies and organizations in need of services with students and/or classroom projects the college can address community needs, enriches the traditional classroom learning experience and fosters the development of social responsibility.
· Steven Sisto – acknowledged Dr. Paul Dale for his membership on the PV Hospital Board of Trustees.  He indicated that PV Hospital is not the same place it was 4 years ago. The hospital has been revamping operational structure, quality of service, and its nursing care model.  Capital funds have been targeted for robotic technology for use in the general surgery procedures.  Steve will continue to work on bringing awareness of PV Hospital’s image and presence in the community.
· Jim Lee indicated that he has been invited to serve on the PVCC President’s Search Committee along with 32 other members representing a cross-section of stakeholders in the community.  The committee’s job will be narrow the selection of candidates to 7 – 10 with interviews scheduled for early 2010.  Three to five finalists with be provided to the Chancellor who will make the final selection.  July 1, 2010 is the target start date.
· Jim also shared that PVUSD will be going out for another override election. The failed override election last fall left the district with a $5.3M cut to its operating budget, facilitating 2.6% pay cuts for staff and an increase in teacher student ratios.
· Passage would increase taxes by $12.00 a year per $100,000 assessed valuation.
· Debbi Burdick also shared that CCUSD would be going out for an override election. If the current override does not pass, their operating budget will be reduced $300,000 beginning July 1, 2010.
· Passage would increase taxes by $20.00 a year per $500,000 assessed valuation
· Jim Mohan indicated that USAA had placed a moratorium on hiring in Phoenix due to the closure of an office in California. Approximately 150 employees from the California office have been relocated to Phoenix.  
· In approximately 3 – 5 weeks, USAA will be posting for up to 200 entry level positions in their banking and insurance divisions with an approximate beginning salary of $40,000. Interested parties can visit their website at USAA.com where they can fill out an application, take online tests, etc.  Minimum qualification includes 2 years of college experience.  Completion of training will provide a profession license in the insurance area. 
· David Schwann congratulated Jim Reed and Paul Dale/PVCC for bringing the community center, YMCA and college to the Carefree area.  Even though there were many challenges it will provide a great service to the area and community.
