Chancellor Dr. Rufus Glasper, with unanimous approval of the MCCCD Governing Board, proposed extensive changes in the ethics, internal controls and accountability policies for the MCCCD District.  Also, an Employee Ombudsperson was appointed for the District to review reported issues or concerns.

New Student Success Program, iStart Smart

The “fast track to student success” pilot program is for new full-time, degree-seeking college students.

Capitol Development Bond Projects

PVCC has successfully negotiated and acquired the George L. Campbell Branch Maricopa County Library property located to the south of our present campus. Currently the college is in the design phase and ed spec process for the 66,000 sf facility. PVCC will have approximately 40,000 sf of use.

Partnerships

PVCC recently established new partnerships with Grand Canyon University; Indiana University; and the Arizona Jewish Theatre Company, who will be in residence at PVCC’s Center for the Performing Arts.

Dr. Kickels presented a Power Point that was previously given at the Maricopa Foundation identifying the needs of the PVCC campus community. 


MCCCD Board Report – Linda Rosenthal, Governing Board President


•
The presidential search interviews for Mesa Community College has concluded with a public forum scheduled. Recommendations are expected by December or early January.  


•
Chancellor Dr. Rufus Glasper is in the process of establishing a hiring committee for the Scottsdale Community College presidency as Dr. Art DeCabooter will be retiring in the spring. 


•
The legislature recently passed a law requiring College Safety Officers to carry firearms on campus.  MCCCD currently does not have a weapons policy developed for their officers.  A new District Director of Public Safety has been hired and his first task will be to establish the framework for training officers and to oversee the development of policies required for college safety officers to carry firearms.  


•
Enrollment is down all over district except for several colleges. Enrollment declines can be attributed to the unusually high Arizona employment rate and aggressive ASU recruitment. ASU has more than doubled their freshman enrollment this academic year with incentives to incoming students. 


•
The Maricopa County Sheriff’s office is still conducting investigations and requesting records at various colleges.

PVCC North/Desert Foothills Foundation/YMCA

Mr. Jim Reed, Desert Foothills Foundation

Paul Dale gave a brief history on the development of the college’s partnership with the YMCA and Desert Foothill Community Foundation.  The leadership to develop the District-owned property was assigned to PVCC.  The shift in leadership to PVCC from Scottsdale Community College was due primarily to the proximity of the site to PVCC’s 32nd Street and Union Hills campus and the high number of students from the Cave Creek/Carefree area already attending PVCC. PVCC began leasing space at Cactus Shadows High School and offered classes beginning in the spring of 2004. Dialogue with Jim Reed and the Desert Foothills Community Foundation ensued which established a three-way partnership with PVCC, the YMCA and the Desert Foothills Community Foundation.

 

-
Jim Reed spoke about the assessment survey developed to look at the needs/wants of the community.  The finding was to build a multigenerational center to serve all ages groups was requested. The YMCA and the Desert Foothills Foundation partnered in order to achieve those needs. In the intervening period from then to now, there were additional partners brought in, Scottsdale Health Care and Foothills Caring Corporation. 




A $10.4M budget was established to buy land from MCCCD and build the YMCA and community center. $2M from PVCC will be used to fund the classroom facility.  Currently $8.4M has been raised through individual donations. Additional fundraising efforts are continuing, with the final $2M to be raised by the end of the first quarter next year. Construction time is expected to be 12 months.
