Attended the Arizona School Administrators meeting to brainstorm and problem solve their concerns with budget cuts in the district



-
The district had approved funding for an additional high school, however there are no funds for the actual building



-
Currently they are looking at cuts in the materials budget, no new hires.  Will look into funding from soft money sources such as grants and donations



-
Suggests were to have all the schools in the city to agree to an across the board percentage cut for everyone and let the district decide where those cuts should be



-
No new mandate proposals that are unfunded by the legislature, such as Aims Test



-
Increase sales tax 1¢



-
Change the calendar from 180 days of required attendance to 175, there would be impact on teacher salaries

Indicated school funding is formula based by the number of students enrolled in classes, the amount is fixed by the legislature. Schools do not receive more money by increasing property assessment taxes

Arizona ranks 49th in the amount of money spent on education, Utah ranks last
